Abstract

philosophers, Zara Yacob and Wolde Hiwot. As a philosophical reflection,
the study uses qualitative research method. Accordingly, we can extract and
take lessons for our contemporary aspirations of gender -equality,
accommodation of diversity and enlightenment from classical Ethiopian
philosophy. Genuine development should entertain both material and
spiritual aspects. As such, the development projects of certain society are
expected to achieve healthy intergenerational communication, common
aspirations for common good and desirable intercultural communication
(where diversity is a challenge). Therefore, policy makers, practitioners,
researchers and all concerned in Ethiopian desirable future need to consult
indigenous knowledge systems besides foreign ideas, modern science and
technology. This will save us from producing “educated community” who
is detached from the self for the sake of embracing the identities of others.
